I have been wanting to write this letter for some time now, to share my story.  It is the anniversary of the conception of my child and in one month, it will be the anniversary of the death of my child, by abortion.


This is a difficult story to write because I may not be the person you might “expect” to have an abortion.  I’ve never done drugs, I’m not an alcoholic and I knew the Lord at the time of its occurrence.  How could this have happened, you might be asking.  The short answer is because circumstances in my life were stacked against me and I felt I had no support and no place to go to receive support to get me through my pregnancy.


Explaining the reasons why I chose the path I did is not why I’m writing, but to say I chose the wrong path is the reason for my writing.  I did not think that the Lord had all the answers for my life at the time of my decision and I did not put my trust in Him to provide answers along my journey.  A human life means more to Him than anything, absolutely anything in the world.  I look at this truth now and realize He would have done everything to help me.  Perhaps you don’t know the wonderful God, who created heaven and earth and your baby.  He loves you and He wants to take care of you and your family.


Life Way Pregnancy Services is a place where you can get the help you need, the support you need to make the right decision, and there are people there who will share the good news about God’s love for you.  Reach out to them because they are reaching out to you.  I wish there had been such a place for me during my dilemma.


The path I chose is the dark alley you’ve been warned about; a place with torment, anguish and regret.  My decision unleashed something in the spiritual realm that I’ve had to 
fight – it’s a decision that affects mind, body and spirit.


If I had chosen life, there would have been a thousand stories about how the Lord had come through for me and my baby, even if I had chosen adoption after birth.  I would have a sense of joy now instead of sorrow that I know will always be a part of me until I die.



I pray you will make the right decision.  Become connected at Life Way and with people at a church of your choosing.
